Horace O. Stevens, 70, of Mount Vernon, TX passed away June 28, 2007.  
 
Horace, a long-time Hereford breeder of A&H Polled Herefords, raised Hereford and commercial cattle on 
family land that belonged to his wife, Ann, dating to the late 1800's. He enjoyed watching the youth show 
and promote Hereford cattle, especially his grandchildren Steven and Sara.  
 
This scholarship is in his memory and is to recognize the youth with the love of raising and promoting 
Hereford cattle.  
 
 
PURPOSE 
 The purpose of the Horace Stevens Memorial Scholarship is to provide a scholarship to a 
graduating senior who is a TJPHA member to help cover the cost of education beyond high school.  
  
               The scholarship will be awarded to a qualified TJPHA member who best represents the leadership 
and representation of the Polled Hereford industry.  Scholarship recipients are selected by a Selection 
Committee consisting of three (3) individuals who are not associated in any way with the Texas Junior 
Polled Hereford Association, Texas Polled Hereford Association, Texas Poll-Ettes, or the family of Horace 
Stevens. The decisions of the Selection Committee are final and they will make no explanations of their 
decisions.  
 
WHO MAY APPLY? 
 Any active member of TJPHA with dues paid on time for the current year of the application in 
accordance with the specific guidelines set forth within this application who has been accepted to attend a 
college, university or technical college either in the state of Texas or outside the state.  
 
WHAT ARE THE SPECIFIC GUIDELINES/CONDITIONS IN ORDER TO APPLY? 
 Applicant must be a member of the Texas Junior Polled Hereford Association and a graduating 
senior. Applicant must be single, never married and no children.  
 
HOW MANY SCHOLARSHIPS ARE AVAILABLE?  
 One (1) $500.00 scholarship will be awarded to a graduating senior enrolled in a qualified trade 
school, 2 year college or 4 year university or college, annually at the State Junior Show held in June each 
year. 
 
WHAT DOES THE SCHOLARSHIP COVER? 
 The scholarship can be applied to books, tuition and/or room and board.  The Scholarship will be 
awarded to the recipient upon receiving an official enrollment from the graduating senior. 
 
WHEN ARE THE APPLICATIONS DUE? 
 Applications must be submitted to the Horace Stevens Memorial Scholarship Advisor no later than 
May 20th of each year.  Late or incomplete applications will not be considered. 
 
WHERE CAN APPLICATIONS BE OBTAINED? 
 Applications can be obtained from the Horace Stevens Memorial Scholarship Advisor, P O Box 
367, Mt. Vernon, TX 75457. Return completed applications to P O Box 367, Mt. Vernon, TX 75457. 
 
WHAT IS INCLUDED IN THE APPLICATION?  A Complete application will include: 
 Application with Essay, Copy of High School Transcript  
 Two (2) Letters of Recommendation  
 
PAYMENT OF SCHOLARSHIP AWARD: 
 Payment will be made directly to the school on behalf of the student upon presentation of official 
enrollment forms.
